In addition, we welcome high school
students from Fond du Lac County schools to sing as part of the High School Choral Scholars
program.

A $500 scholarship will be awarded on the basis of the following criteria:

e Applicant must be a high school senior or undergraduate student who has sung with the South
Shore Chorale of Fond du Lac, WI.

e Applicants must have sung with the Chorale for a minimum of two semesters. The second
semester may be the semester that this application is submitted.

e A personal essay must be completed.

e The applicant must attach their most recent transcript, to include complete grades from the
preceding fall semester.
